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VISION 2008 Innovations 

Videor (Hall 6, Stand B 16) with new USB cameras and CameraLink cameras
Rödermark/Germany, October 2008. At Vision 2008 Videor will present product innovations from Fujinon and Tamron as well as the extended USB camera series from Sentech: In the new T Series all cameras can be triggered by software command, and hardware-triggered models are in the pipeline. The cameras are available in VGA, XGA, SXGA and UXGA, with a choice of colour or black/white, as a board camera or in a housing. Their resolution ranges up to 1600x1200 pixels, the 2-megapixel versions come with the latest 1/1.8” CCD sensors from Sony and deliver a frame rate of 15 frames per second at full resolution. The shipping package includes DirectX drivers for Windows XP and Vista, as well as a viewing and configuration package. Additionally, a complete SDK (Software Development Kit) is available free of charge as well as drivers for certain Linux distributions. Sentech has also increased its product range for cameras with analogue interfaces to cater for the continuing high demand in this segment. Segment’s range includes the STC-C42A and STC-C43A models: two new B/W cameras in 2:1 interlaced technology with a standard VBS output. They are available with a 1/2” or 1/3” CCD sensor and installed in extremely small housings sized only 28x28x48mm. The new STC-C631 board cameras sized only 26x26mm get along without housing and also generate a monochrome 2:1 interlaced signal compliant with the CCIR standard. They come with a 1/3” CCD sensor.
Innovations in Progressive Scan and CameraLink Cameras
In the analogue progressive scan segment there are two models with a higher resolution. The existing product range has been upgraded with the STC-A152A and STC-A202A models. The STC-A152A is equipped with a monochrome 1/2” CCD sensor with 1280x1028 pixels and delivers 19 fps. The STC-A202A has a new 1/1.8” CCD with 1600x1200 pixels and delivers 15 fps. The cameras can be operated with many of the popular frame grabbers.

Sentech has come up with six new models in the CameraLink camera segment in which the versions with VGA and XGS resolutions have also been extended by SXGA and UXGA models. The STC-CL152A (monochrome) and STC-CLC152A (colour) deliver a resolution of 1280x1024 pixels. A total of four new models are available in the 2-megapixel range. The STC-CL-202A and STC-CLC-202A (also again monochrome and colour) deliver 15 fps with 1600x1200 pixels; the STC-CL232A and STC-CLC232A go up to 30 fps at the same resolution. Just as with the analogue cameras all the models are installed in small cube-shaped housings sized 28x28x48mm. Only the housing of the two 30 fps models come with approximately 6mm additional depth to approximately 54mm.

Videor’s long-standing marketing associate Tamron has brought out a new series of fixed focal length lenses especially for the new 1/1.8” sensors. The lenses are available with focal lengths of 8mm, 16mm, 25mm and 50mm. The megapixel lenses from the eneo series used for sensors up to 2/3” can also be used for these new cameras and are available with focal lengths from 5mm up to 50mm.
